GOLF COURSE RULES & REGULATIONS
The use of the golf course and practice facilities at Onion Creek Club is restricted to members and their guests subject to the following terms and regulations.

MEMBERS OF ONION CREEK CLUB  The term "members" used hereafter means the holder of a membership which grants golf privileges as defined in the membership bylaws of Onion Creek Club, and all eligible members of their households as defined in the membership bylaws and application agreement.

GUEST PRIVILEGES Guest privileges are restricted:  "Non-golf" members or residents of Travis County and counties contiguous to Travis County are permitted to play golf only when accompanied by a golfing member in good standing or upon the approval of the Head Golf Professional or General Manager.  Any one guest may be granted play privileges not to exceed one time per month.

GUESTS - MEMBERS OF RECIPROCAL CLUBS Golf members of reciprocal clubs that belong to the United States Golf Association are extended golf course privileges upon satisfactory identification, verification of billing reciprocity with their home club, and payment of the proper guest and cart fees.  Guests may reserve start times in the pro shop; however, some restrictions apply.

GUESTS - NON-MEMBERS OF GOLF CLUBS Other guests may play golf provided that:

a)
The guest is a valid member of a professional golf course association which would include the PGA, CMAA, GCSAA or invited media.

b)
The guest is a participating player in an authorized golf event or has obtained approval from the Golf Professional staff or General Manager.

GENERAL RULES PERTAINING TO GUESTS All guests will be subject to any and all required guest fees. Each member will be responsible for the conduct of and adherence to the rules by each of their guests, and will be responsible for all charges or damages incurred by their guests.  

HOLIDAYS the golf course will be open on four holidays:  Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, and Thanksgiving Day.   When a holiday falls on a Monday, the course will be open on that Monday and closed on the following day (Tuesday). 

REGISTRATION ALL GOLFERS MUST BE REGISTERED IN THE GOLF PRO SHOP BEFORE PLAY.  Members are responsible for the registration of their guests.
STARTING TIMES
a)
Starting times are required on both weekdays and weekends, and may be obtained by adult golf members only.

b)
Starting times may be reserved in the golf shop no earlier than 5 days in advance.  Each member may only reserve one tee time per request. Names of all players are to be listed when starting times are issued.  Special exceptions may be granted by the Head Golf Professional only. 

c)
No member may obtain more than one start time on a Friday, Saturday, Sunday or holiday for the same foursome.  Two separate foursomes are required in order to obtain two start times for the same day.  Exceptions may be granted by the golf professional staff when times are available.

d)
The golf professional staff is required to fill out twosomes with additional players when possible to make a foursome during seasonal peak play hours.

e) 
Fivesomes are allowed with prior permission of the Pro Shop. Fivesomes are expected to maintain the normal pace of play at all times.

ORDER OF STARTING
a)
All golf course play shall commence at #1 tee on the North Course or #1 tee on the Original course unless permission is obtained from the golf professional staff to commence elsewhere.

b)
No match may commence play at the #10 tee without prior permission of the golf professional staff or starter.  A group having commenced play at #10 must obtain approval from the golf professional staff before resuming play at #1 tee.

c)
The golf pro shop will determine which course will be played according to availability of tee times.

GENERAL RULES All tournaments and matches will be conducted under the rules of the United States Golf Association except as may be modified by the Head Golf Professional.

A NORMAL TIME STANDARD OF 4 HOURS FOR THE COMPLETION OF 18 HOLES HAS BEEN ESTABLISHED AND WILL BE MONITORED.

If a match falls one clear hole behind the match in front, the match falling behind must allow the following match to play through.  In the interest of all, players should play without delay.  Faster matches should reasonably expect to be waved through, but only under the conditions expressed above or elsewhere in these rules.

In the case of a lost ball, search must be limited to 5 minutes.  If, during search, a clear hole is in evidence, the following match must be waved through.

A single player has no standing on the course other than common courtesy.

Private coolers are prohibited on the club premises, including the golf course.  

The Golf Course Superintendent, Head Golf Professional and/or the General Manager have complete and final authority to close and open the course to play.

PROPER ETIQUETTE RULES
1.
Onion Creek Club will provide marshals or golf staff, who will be responsible for calling starting times and regulating proper pace of play for all matches.  All golfers must comply with the golf staff’s instruction.

2.
No player should strike the ball until the players in front are out of range or are aware that the ball is about to be struck.

3.
The player who has the honor should be allowed to play before his/her opponent plays their ball.

4.
No one should move, talk or stand close to or directly behind the player or hole when a player is addressing the ball or making a stroke.

5.
Before leaving a sand bunker, each player must repair and smooth all irregularities made by his/her play.

6.
Through the green, each player should ensure that any displaced turf is replaced at once with sand as provided.  Further, each player is required, before leaving the green, to carefully repair any damage to the putting green.

 7.
Tee off between tee markers only.

 8.
Players shall have no more than one ball in play at any time.

 9.
No practice or second shots are permitted on any of the fairways, bunkers or greens.

10.
No more than one player may play out of a single bag.

11.
Please dispose of all litter in the trash receptacles provided throughout the course.

12.
Appropriate golf attire; as determined by the Pro Shop Staff, must be worn at all times.  Swimsuits, swimsuit look-alikes, tank tops, tennis dresses, cutoffs and jogging shorts are specifically prohibited. No form of denim is allowed on the golf course. Only flat-soled or soft-spiked golf shoes are permitted. 

13.
Failure to observe the rules will subject a player to verbal warning on the first occurrence.  The second warning for the same violation will be written and a copy forwarded to the player by General Manager.  Subsequent violations will be taken to the Owner for further consideration of appropriate action.

JUNIOR GOLF RULES
1.
Children of golfing members shall have the privilege of using the club's golf facilities in accordance with the Golf Rules and the following:

A.
Children under the age of 12 may use the course, putting green and practice area as follows:

1)
when accompanied by a parent/adult member or

2)
under the direct supervision of a golf professional;

3)
at any time when playing in a foursome in which two or more members are parents or adults over the age of 21;

4)
upon passing a playing ability test and a written test concerning the USGA Rules and Etiquette Rules of the club administered by the golf professional staff.

2.
Matches including children under 12 shall at all times permit following matches to play through.

A.
Children between the ages of 12 and 16 may use golf facilities according to the following designated times and conditions when playing on their own (except on those occasions of scheduled special golf events):

1)
The course:  After 3pm on all days of golf course operation

2)
Putting green and practice facilities:  At any time except when those facilities are crowded and adult members and/or guests are waiting; then they must postpone their practice until said crowded conditions no longer exist and no adult members are waiting

B.
Children 16 years of age and older may use all the golf facilities at any time, subject to the rules and regulations governing the respective golfing member.

1)
Children under 16 years of age shall not be permitted to have guests unless accompanied by an adult golfing member.

2)
Dependent children of golfing members still enrolled in High School or lower grades shall not be permitted to enter any adult golf event.

3)
It shall be the responsibility of the parents/adult members to teach their children the rules and regulations governing use of the golf facilities and other matters of golf etiquette and courtesy.

4)
NO CHILD WITHOUT A VALID DRIVER'S LICENSE SHALL BE PERMITTED TO DRIVE A CLUB-OWNED CART AT ANY TIME, WHETHER OR NOT ACCOMPANIED BY AN ADULT.

5)
The golf professional staff, at their sole discretion, may waive the playing times of 12-16 year old players and those under 12 who have special playing permits if, in the staff member's opinion, the use of the course is such that they will not be a hindrance to any adult player.  This decision is to be made on a case-by-case basis only.

6)
Children under age 18 are not allowed in the men's or women's locker rooms at any time 

7)
Children may not loiter in the golf pro shop or cart staging area at any time.

GOLF CART RULES
1.
Carts must follow the routes defined by club management to ensure protection of the tees, fairways, traps and greens.  A golf cart may not be used beyond the number of holes for which it is rented without first paying for additional use.  Golf carts must be returned to the golf shop by dusk.

2.
CARTS MUST REMAIN ON PATHS ON ALL PAR 3's and #3 ON BOTH COURSES.

3.
Carts will be allowed on the course only on the days explicitly permitted by club management.

4.
No person without a valid driver's license will be permitted to drive a club-owned cart at any time, whether or not accompanied by an adult. 

5.
Carts are intended to accommodate a maximum of two players and two golf bags.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES ARE MORE THAN TWO PLAYERS TO RIDE IN ONE CART.  In the event players cannot use the cart for the anticipated time, charges may be adjusted by club management.

6.
CLUB-OWNED CARTS ARE REQUIRED TO ADHERE TO THE 90o RULE DURING USE.  This rule provides for carts to proceed on the cart paths to a point adjacent to the player's ball, then proceed to the ball; then, after play, return to the cart path and continue to the next shot in a similar fashion.  Carts MUST remain on cart paths around all tees and greens, and must not encroach on any restricted areas identified by directional markers or markings on the course.

7.
Golfers with physical limitations who require a variance from the 90o rule may request a special designated cart from the golf professional staff. A written agreement must be completed and on file in the 
Golf Shop prior to the issuance of such handicap privileges. The handicap flag must be visibly displayed on the golf cart at all times while on the golf course. These carts may be driven on the fairways and must not be driven any closer than 20 feet to any tee or green. HANDICAP CART PRIVILEGES WILL NOT BE GRANTED TO ANY PLAYER DURING WHICH TIME THE CARTS ARE LIMITED TO “CART PATH ONLY.” Additional instruction by the golf professional staff may be required.

8.
Any damages to club-owned carts or to club property as a result of cart usage shall be the responsibility of the driver of the cart.  CARTS ARE DRIVEN AT EACH DRIVER'S OWN RISK.

9.
Private carts, private pull carts, electric pull carts and electrically controlled rovers are prohibited on the golf course at all times while playing.
